Commentary

This multiple choice question asks students to determine which statement in these two sentences
from the selection is a simile. A simile is defined as a word relationship comparing unlike things by
using the words like or as. Answer choice A is incorrect. "Beside the deep river”, is a descriptive
statement, giving location. Answer choice B is incorrect. “Deep enough to swim in" is a descriptive
statement without an analogical relationship. Answer choice Cis correct. The phrase “as wide as a
two lane read” compares the river to a road. Using as in the comparison makes it a simile. Answer
choice D is incorrect. “Fished and skimmed stones,” describes the author's actions.
