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Scenario 

 

To help Felicia Hatherly address her studentsô specific learning needs, you will explore the performance patterns of her students on 

the Ohio Achievement Tests and then find instructional resources that are linked to their needs, as well as aligned to Ohioôs 

Academic Content Standards. What data are available to identify her studentsô specific areas of strength and weakness?  How can she 

use this data to focus instruction?  What resources are available to enhance her teaching practice? 

 

For this exercise, we will use the Data Analysis - Lite  feature of D3A2.  It displays the past performance of Ms. Hatherlyôs students 

and allows her to drill down to the benchmark and test item levels.

 Notice that each time you drill down to the next level, a new 

tab appears to the right of the main tabs. You can navigate 

back and forth by selecting the appropriate tab. A view may 

be saved to return to at anytime by clicking on "Page 

Options" and then "Save Current Selections".

The proficiency levels are approximations because cut 

scores were set for each content area, but not for each 

standard. 

 The Item Type dropdown menu defaults to (All 

Choices). To see all item types available for this 

standard, click on the down arrow. 
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I  On the Benchmark Performance Multiple Choice 

screen, view how Ms. Hatherlyôs class scored as 

compared to her school, district and state.  Of the two 

benchmarks tested with multiple choice questions, 

record the benchmark on which her students scored the 

lowest.  

    Acquisition of Vocabulary (Grades 4-7), 

Benchmark B-Infer word meaning through 

identification and analysis of analogies and other 

word relationships. 

 

J    Letôs investigate further. Click on the ? in the Item 

column next to the benchmark in which her students 

scored lowest.   

K What do you notice about Ms. Hatherlyôs studentsô 

answer choices on Benchmark B?    

 Benchmark B was assessed using a single multiple 

choice question. Use caution when formulating 

hypotheses about studentsô proficiency on this 

benchmark.  

 The majority of students did not answer the 

question correctly.  

 Approximately 40% of the students chose the 

correct response and it appears not all students 

responded. (The percentages for each answer 

choice add up to approximately 90%.) 

 

 L  Click on the ? in the Item Detail column to see the 

actual test item. 

Underneath the graph representing each test item, you will see the 

item number and the letter reflecting the correct answer.

Only released test items are available for viewing. After each 

test administration, at least forty percent of the OAT test 

items are released. Currently, all spring OGT test items are 

released, excluding field test questions. 
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M  Hypothesize why students in Ms. Hatherlyôs class had 

difficulty with this question. 
 

 Review the commentary provided at the bottom of the 

page for possible hypotheses that can explain 

studentsô difficulties. 

  

 

N Close the test item window and return to the Item 

        Detail-Multiple Choice screen.

R  Choose a possible resource to suggest to Ms. Hatherly the 

next time she teaches and assesses this concept. What 

resource did you find valuable and why?   

 

 A range of resources are available through the 

Resource Exchange for this Benchmark, including 

previously released test items, lesson plans and 

vocabulary activities. Remind participants that the 

Resource Exchange includes additional resource types 

from a wide variety of content providers. 

 It is important that the rationale for selection be 

explained and alignment to the previous hypothesis is 

evident.  

 If another assessment item is selected as a 

      resource, it should be the same level of rigor as the 

   original question. If a lesson is selected, it should  

   strengthen studentsô identification and use of similes.
