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1. Purpose

1.1. Encourage wide-spread educational use of D3A2 metadata and resources that are linked to that metadata.

1.1.1. D3A2 encourages the widespread use of D3A2 metadata and resources submitted to the D3A2 repository. The following policy statement provides guidelines for use. 

1.1.2. In particular, this policy defines copyright ownership in individual metadata records and defines restrictions on distribution of the D3A2 repository in whole or in part to third parties by D3A2.

1.2. The goal of this policy is to clarify the rights of D3A2 users and content providers.
2. General Rules and Definitions

2.1. D3A2 metadata record: A metadata record created by content providers to allow use of their content in the D3A2 system, conforming to the definitions and requirements of the D3A2 content repository per Content Repository Policy.
2.2. Service Provider: An entity that provides services to the education community based fully or in part on D3A2 metadata or the schemas and application profiles upon which such metadata is based.
2.3. D3A2 metadata repository: The aggregation of D3A2 metadata records contributed by content providers. 

2.4. Metadata distribution: The deliberate act by which D3A2 or its providers make all or any subset of a compilation of metadata records digitally available to others through any means of aggregate (batch) dissemination now known or later devised by the D3A2 content committee and implemented by the D3A2 content repository.

2.5. Content distribution: any sharing of content through D3A2 system.

2.6. Metadata display: The process by which a metadata repository, a collection provider, a service provider, a portal or other applications publicly show a digital copy of that metadata to end-users. Display may be at the level of full metadata records, the level of individual elements within metadata records, or a combination of the two.

2.7. Attribution and use information: Information identifying: 

2.7.1. Creator information--agents developing the content of the resource being described; 

2.7.2. Publisher Information--agents managing publication and distribution of the resource; and


2.7.3. The above information (2.7.1 and 2.7.2) may be identified by text or by a hyperlink to the location of more complete information.

2.7.4. The foregoing definition of attribution information (2.7.1 and 2.7.2) for the resource being described applies equally to attribution information for the metadata record (i.e., meta-metadata) “cataloging” information.

2.8. Acceptable metadata uses: Service providers must retain in individual metadata records all attribution and use information as defined in 2.7 above.

2.9. Content: Resources described in the D3A2 metadata repository are subject to copyright law and may be the property of content creators and publishers, individual content providers or D3A2.
2.10. D3A2 Users: Any person utilizing the D3A2 repository for non-profit, educational use:  Ohio educators (teachers, tutors, district personnel, faculty and others in higher education), students, family members, policy makers and the general public are the intended users of the D3A2 repository. 

2.11. D3A2 content providers – any organization approved to  provide metadata per the D3A2 Content Repository Policy and making available the associated content to the D3A2 repository.


3. Copyright, Trademarks and Other Proprietary Rights

3.1. D3A2

3.1.1. The name, “Data Driven Decisions for Academic Achievement,” the acronym, “D3A2” and its logo are the trade name, trademark and service mark of D3A2. 

3.1.2. Users may not make any use of this trademark, trade name or service mark except as expressly authorized in these terms and conditions or except as expressly agreed to in writing between the user and D3A2’s authorized representative prior to any such use.

3.2. Content providers

3.2.1. This repository may contain text, data, software, digital photographs, graphics, videos, music, sounds and other information and material (“content”) that is protected by state, national and international law pertaining to copyrights, trademarks, trade secrets, and other proprietary rights.

3.2.2. Resources described in the D3A2 metadata repository are subject to copyright law and may be the property of content creators and publishers, individual content providers or D3A2

3.2.3. D3A2 or D3A2 content providers, unless otherwise prohibited by copyright, reserve all rights with respect to available content, including, without limitation, all rights to copy, display, distribute, transmit, modify, remove or create derivative works.

4. Copyright ownership

4.1. Resources described in metadata 

4.1.1. D3A2 claims no interest in the copyright rights of the content described in the D3A2 metadata repository. All such rights, responsibilities and liabilities for copyright interests in such resources rest with the copyright holder, otherwise with the D3A2 content provider making such resources available to D3A2 users. 

4.1.2. Content that is created collaboratively by D3A2 content providers and others, may be made available based upon an agreement between the D3A2 content provider and their collaborators. 
4.2. Individual metadata records 

4.2.1. Copyright interests in the individual D3A2 metadata records in the D3A2 repository are the property of the creators of those individual records.

4.2.1.1. Notwithstanding section 4.2.1 above, the D3A2 Cooperative claims no interest in the D3A2 metadata records created by the D3A2 Cooperative or D3A2 content providers describing D3A2 provider resources. Ownership in such records rests with the D3A2 content provider whose resources are described.

4.2.1.2. The D3A2 Cooperative  claims full ownership of copyright in D3A2 metadata records created by D3A2 to describe non-provider resources (ie meta-metadata).

4.3. D3A2 metadata repository: the D3A2 Cooperative claims full ownership of copyright in the D3A2 metadata repository as a compilation as defined in Title 17 of the U.S. Code.


5. Acceptable uses


5.1. Persons or organizations accessing the D3A2 repository must follow all applicable copyright and intellectual property rights laws as defined in Title 17 of the U.S. Code.

5.2. Portals developed by the D3A2 Cooperative or its service providers may display all native D3A2 metadata as they see fit to serve the education community.

5.3. The D3A2 Cooperative encourages service providers to build portals and services for educators that make use of the resources developed by D3A2 including native D3A2 metadata.

5.4. Service providers may make referential links to any of the publicly accessible D3A2 content, subject to review and termination by the D3A2 Cooperative at any time and for any reason.

5.5. No one may link to any of D3A2 in such way as to lead others to believe that the D3A2 content was created or offered by any party other than D3A2 and/or its content providers.

5.6. No one may frame or otherwise display any portion of the D3A2 content, nor place any text or other content on their Web site that states or implies a connection with D3A2, its users or providers unless specified and agreed to in writing.

6. Content Submission

6.1. D3A2 retains the right to remove or edit any metadata submitted to the repository.

6.2. D3A2 retains the right to remove content at any time and for any reason.


7. Miscellaneous

7.1. D3A2 is not responsible for any opinions, advice or statements made by others. D3A2 does not monitor the content contained in the repository,, although it retains the right to do so.

7.2. Although D3A2 endeavors to provide its users with reliable materials and services of high standing quality, D3A2 is not responsible for, and cannot make any guarantees as to such materials and services with respect to the quality, reliability or non-infringement of the content therein. 

7.3. Content users’ rights with respect to service provider products, services or data may be subject to the terms and conditions of separate agreements with the service providers providing them.
